Day of lectures on medieval clothing by Robin Netherton, Silver Spring, MD, October 16, 2004

Robin Netherton co-edits Medieval Clothing and Textiles, the only academic journal devoted to the subject.  She is a widely-recognized researcher on 15th-century Western European fashion and specializes in debunking costume myths by separating symbolic content from factual clothing in portraits and other representations and by tracing erroneous information back through the chain of citation to its dubious Victorian roots.  Her lectures that day:

· The Gothic Fitted Dress (on the proper construction and fitting of the ubiquitous gown worn by western European women in the 15th century)

· The Greenland Gored Gown (on the famous Greenland finds of clothing from the 14th century, which might have been worn by men and which by women, and how they might relate to European fashion at the time)



· The 15th-century V-necked Gown (on the development of this style)

· When Medieval Meets Victorian:  The Roots of Modern Costume Sources (on how Victorian errors have made their way into modern costume history books)

· The Problem of Women’s Heraldic Dress (on whether medieval women ever actually wore gowns with their heraldry emblazoned on them)
